The development
assumes significance because
electoral rolls for thefirst and sec-
ond phases were frozen on April
6and April 9, respectively, effec-
tively disqualifying those whose
claims were not adjudicated in
time. At the time, the tribunals
were barely functional and had
cleared just two names.

However, despite the judicial
relief, ECI has struggled to pro-
vide transparency regarding the
tribunals’ operations.

“The appellate tribunals have
started working. In all 19 retired
judges are working. We don't
have the exact figures on how
many numbers of cases have
been disposed of as the dash-
board hasn't been set upyet,” said
chief electoral officer of West Ben-
gal, Manoj Kumar Agarwal.

NEW DELHI: French President
Emmanuel Macron dialled Prime
Minister Narendra Modi on
Thursday, ahead of a conference
to be hosted by Britain and France
on reopening the Strait of Hor-
muz,and discussed the situation
in West Asia.

Modi said on social media
that he received a phone call
from Macron and they had
“agreed on the need to urgently
restore safety and freedom of
navigation in the Strait of Hor-
muz’.

“We will continue our close
cooperation to advance peace
and stability in the region and
beyond,” he added without giv-
ing details. There was no official
readout from the Indian side on
the conversation, which came
two days after US President
Donald Trump called Modi to
discuss the West Asia crisis.

Macron had spoken with Ira-
nian President Massoud Pezesh-
kian and Trump on Monday and
urged the resumption of negoti-
ations to clear up misunder-
standings and to avoid further
escalation.

On the same day, Macron and
UK Prime Minister Keir Starmer
announced their countries will
host a virtual cunfcrcnce in
Paris on April 17 to discuss the
restoration of freedom of navi-
gation in the crucial waterway.

Iran closed the strait soon
after military strikes by Israel
and the US triggered the West
Asia conflict on February 28.
